RENTER HITLIST
If you are thinking about renting a camper or motor home, keep reading. Following is a list of basic questions for you to ask the RV rental company that you may use.  They should be helpful to you in figuring out which RV to rent.
FEE CONSIDERATIONS
1. Rental Rate – Is there a discount for longer rental periods?

2. Mileage – How much free mileage is included with the rental rate?  What are the costs for additional mileage?

3. Generator – Does the RV have a generator?  How much does it cost to use?

4. Insurance – What are the insurance costs?  (Often you can get a rider on your existing automobile insurance policy, but if you are unable you must obtain insurance from the RV rental company.)
5. Additional Drivers – Is there a fee for additional drivers?

6. Other – Is there a sanitation fee or a prep fee?

(You can also use the Fee Worksheet to help you further sort out the fees you might expect.)

OTHER CONSIDERATIONS
1- Do linens and dishes come with the RV?  If not, are they available for an additional fee or do I need to bring my own?
2- How many people can sleep in the RV?  In what type of beds?

3- How many people can ride in the RV?  (Remember that nobody is allowed ride in a towable RV unit.)

4- Can I store my car at the RV rental facility while I am renting the RV?

5- Is there an age requirement to rent an RV?  (Often you must be 25 in order to rent an RV.  Sometimes a person over 21 is allowed to rent.)
6- Is a pickup or delivery service available?  
7- Can I rent a bike rack?

8- Are pets allowed?  

9- Is smoking allowed?

10- Can I tow a trailer with the RV?

11- What amenities does the RV come with?  Does the RV have:

a. Awnings?
b. Color TV?
c. Microwave oven?  Is it also a convection oven?
d. Stove top/range and oven, or stove top/range only?

e. Coffee maker?
f. Refrigerator?
g. Air conditioner?
12- What support do I get?

a. 24 hour roadside assistance?

b. Warranty coverage on breakdowns?

c. Help with issues with the RV, such as having documentation on the unit or somebody to call with a question should one arise?

d. What do I do in case of breakdown, and who is responsible?  Is there documentation about this?

13- What other responsibilities do I have?
a. Washing the RV before return?

b. Filling the propane tank before return?

c. Filling the gas tank before return?

d. Dumping the unit’s gray and black tanks before return?

e. Cleaning the interior of the unit before return?
